[ ] Must have at least a 2.0 GPA with supporting High School/College Transcript attached, or a minimum 2.0 GPA if

attending an accredited an approved Junior College.
[ ] Should have already applied to a Two Year or four year Institution.
[ ] Must have taken either the SAT and/or ACT and have supporting documentation attached to this application

All applications must be submitted to your school guidance counselor who will forward the applications to
Dunn PAL to be evaluated and selected for scholarships. College students applying must provide proof of
current year attendance in school on school letterhead.
